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Definitions

“Graduates Employed in the Field” means graduates who beginning within six months after a student completes the
applicable educational program are gainfully employed, whose employment has been reported, and for whom the
institution has documented verification of employment. For occupations for which the state requires passing an
examination, the six months period begins after the announcement of the examination results for the first examination
available after a student completes an applicable educational program.

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STUDENT’S RIGHT TO CANCEL

The student has the right to cancel the enrollment agreement and obtain a refund of charges paid through
attendance at the first-class session, or the seventh day after enrollment, whichever is later. Thereafter,
you also have the right to stop school at any time; and you have the right to receive a pro rata refund if
you have completed 60 percent or less of the scheduled hours in the current payment period in your
program through the last day of attendance.

The notice of cancellation shall be in writing and submitted directly to the Administration office, a
withdrawal may be initiated by the student’s written notice or by the institution due to student’s
academics or conduct, including, but not necessarily limited to, a student’s lack of attendance.
